proceeding with the installation.

OPTIONAL: LIGHTBAR FITMENT

If fitting the air deflector together with a
front mounted BASE RACK Light Bar, the
Air Deflector needs to be modified as
described below. Refer to the instructions
provided with the BASE RACK light bar for
details on installing the light bar.

Make 4 cuts in the air deflector between
the notches in the top edge and the laser
cut shape as shown.

Discard the material removed.

Remove any sharp edges and paint raw
edges with black touch-up paint.

Note: BASE RACK should be upside down
with the vehicle mount brackets fitted.

1.

Lay the air deflector face down, parallel
with the front of the BASE RACK. This will
help determine the general position for the
2 centre stud plates. Ensure the distance
between the end of the deflector and
outside of the tray is the same on both
sides.

2.

Insert one M8 x 25 Stud into each of the
Stud Plates as shown.
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3.

Flip the plate over and insert each of the
four assembled stud plates into the front
channel of the BASE RACK. Rotate 90
degrees and ensure the bolt on the two
centre plate’s lines up with the holes in the
air deflector. The other 2 plates should be
positioned near the ends of the channel.

Snap one u-nut onto each of the air
deflector mounting plates. Take care to
ensure the u-nut is oriented correctly. See
image.

5.

Attach all air deflector mounting plates to
the stud plates with an M8 flat washer &
nyloc nut.

Leave nut loose enough to allow assembly
to slide along channel.

FOR 17900090 ONLY

For 17900080, proceed to step 15
For 17900100, proceed to step 10

Attach each of the end mounting brackets
to a stud plate with an M8 flat washer &
nyloc nut.

Leave nut loose enough to allow assembly
to slide along channel.

NOTE: The end mounting brackets should
be installed with the end return leaning
towards the rear of the base rack.
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7. Flip the air deflector over and offer it up to
the assembled BASE RACK.

8. Ensure the folded ends of the deflector are
outside the ends of the end mounting
brackets. The holes in the front of the air

deflector should line up closely with the u-
nuts.
Large M6 9. Place the large M6 washer (4581082)
washer [T between the blade and the air deflector

and secure using the remaining M6 Button
head screws, M6 washers (4584329) and
an M6 nyloc nut, as shown.

FOR 17900100 ONLY
For 17900090, proceed to step 15.

10.Snap one u-nut onto each of the air
deflector mounting plates.

11. Attach each of the end mounting brackets
to a stud plate with an M8 flat washer &
nyloc nut.

Leave nut loose enough to allow assembly
to slide along channel.

NOTE: The end mounting brackets should
be installed with the end return leaning
towards the rear of the base rack.
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12.Flip the air deflector over and offer it up to
the assembled BASE RACK.

13.Ensure the folded ends of the deflector are
outside the ends of the end mounting
brackets. The holes in the front of the air
deflector should line up closely with the u-
nuts.

14.Place the large M6 washer (4581082)
between the blade and the air deflector
and secure using the remaining M6 Button
head screws, M6 washers (4584329) and
an M6 nyloc nut, as shown.

FOR ALL DEFLECTOR KITS

15. Secure each of the mounting plates to the
air deflector. Use the M6 Button head
screws and black M6 washer (part#
4584329) as shown.

16.Tighten all screws to specified torque.
W Torque M8 to 22Nm

[U] Torque M6 to 9Nm
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17.Fitted (17900090 shown as an example)
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
